The tough
Buna-N o-rings will last for hundreds of sharpenings. Two extra
sets of Tires have been included with the Sharpening Guide.

Should you need additional tires after that, you can buy o-rings

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at most hardware stores. The specification you need is .082"
thickness, .53" 1.D. and .694" 0.D.
